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Mr. Customer,

Below are the images taken during my thermal scanning of your house. The
thermal images are on the left, and the visible images are on the right. Bluish
areas are relatively cooler, reddish areas are relatively warmer. So the bluish
areas are where the cold air appears to be infiltrating inside (these areas are the
ones to consider insulating/sealing). Many pictures have temperature values;
these temperatures are approximate and are intended to show relative
temperature differences. Think of prioritizing what areas to insulate/seal based
on size and coolness of area (the bigger and/or cooler areas can be addressed
first, etc). Also consider researching and getting quotes for having the inside of
your walls insulated, as well as new wood or vinyl replacement double pane
windows. Some of the exterior walls were quite cool, especially down low around
the baseboards. And we discussed installing insulation in the crawlspace is
common practice and should help. Every little bit helps!
